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Pottersville Village Historic District

Pottersville is an early settlement that uniquely combined the role of a service center for an
agricultural hinterland with that of a rural milling and manufacturing center based on water-
power. At its peak, the village had connection to both road and rail networks and its goods were
marketed well beyond the immediate region.

William Willet, the first known settler in the 1750s, established a feed
and flour mill as well as a fulling mill. Both mills were in operation during
the Revolutionary War, selling wares to the Continental Army. As the con-
tinental currency depreciated, Willet declared bankruptcy and sold his
mills to the Potter family in 1783 which later led to the current name.

A century later, upwards of 200,000 baskets of peaches were shipped
from Pottersville and Oldwick by wagons to Chester, Whitehouse and =SS
beyond. The profitable peach industry led the short-line Rockaway Valley Railroad to build a
spur to Pottersville in 1889 with both passenger and freight service. A hotel was built by Henry
Flemmmg, a local distiller, behind the station. The railroad also ran excursions to the beautiful

Black River Falls with the land around the glen serving as an amuse-
ment park. Unfortunately, devastating failure of peach crops resulted
in the 1912 closure of the railroad and ultimately related amenities.
Today, Pottersville is a quiet community with Italianate, Queen Anne
and Folk Victorian residential architecture and several services. The
quaint village is listed on the National and New Jersey Registers of
Historic Places.
